    Volunteers under the age of 18 must be accompanied by a parent or organized group leader. 

•  Meeting places and times vary as noted on the schedule below, and are subject to change, make sure when you 
    call that you confirm the meeting time and place. We plan to end work at 2 pm at the trailhead, please tell the leader    
    when you call if you need to leave earlier.  Keep in mind we often car pool, shuttle or hike to the actual work site.
